On the initiative of Prime Minister Bajnai the Hungarian Government launched a program to help Roma graduates to enter public service in Hungary. 

The program is entirely financed from European Union funds. The application period was between 1 October – 15 October, a very high interest was achieved and almost 500 university graduates applied. 

287 applicants met all the application criteria. The enrolled applicants took part in a 4 weeks on-line preparation to take the new “competitive exam” which is mandatory since 1st of July this year to enter public service.
Approximately 130 applicants passed the exam successfully in the first two weeks of December. Those who passed the exam successfully will be selected through a multi-step selection procedure for the available jobs in public administration. These jobs will be financed from EU sources for one year.
The program has been implemented by the Government Centre for Public Administration and Human Resource Services (KSZK). 
The exam certificates will be issued in a ceremony on 16th of December at 2 pm
at the Hungarian Parliament
